Definitions
Home- and Community-Based Services (HCBS): provide opportunities 
for Medicaid beneficiaries to receive services in their own home or 
community rather than in institutions or other isolated settings.

In FY 2019, a total of $46.5 Billion was spent on HCBS. 

• $26.3 Billion was spent on Federal HCBS.
• $19.7 Billion was spent on State HCBS.
• $398 Million was spent on Local HCBS.
